Dear parishioners,

Happy Easter! | pray this is a most blessed time and season for you and your
families. Easter is the high point of the church year and our greatest solemnity.
It’s the celebration of the event that breaks the power of sin and death once and
for all over humanity and leads us to the freedom, the peace and the joy of the
divine life. It’s the power of the love of God which reigns over all, a love that never
ends. What a blessing and privilege it is to be a part of a faith and a church that
holds these truths for us to embrace and be eternally grateful for.

In Australia, Good Friday and Easter Monday are federal public holidays. |
remember being surprised a few years back when | heard that this wasn’t the
case in other countries, including the US.
